Learning to learn FE conference

In the light of recent developments in the FE sector and the need for new models to help young people
take charge of their own learning in the lead-up to the proposed raising of the participation age, the Cam-
paign for Learning has launched a pilot research project to examine how young people and adults learn
how to learn in FE. The Campaign for Learning’s Learning to Learn in Schools Project has been running for
eight years, and has demonstrated a positive impact on SATs results, motivation, attendance and behaviour,
as well as on ysoft skillsy.
